We rode through Ventura up to Lake Casitas and took our first pit-stop there.  We then 
rode up Hwy. 150, around the lake to merge onto the 101, and then on up to Hwy. 154. 
After cresting the top we stopped at the rest-station at the West end of Lake Cachuma 
for our second pit-stop. We then continued on to the Chumash Casino. During a great 
buffet lunch about 4 of us went to the investment machines to try our luck. I haven't 
been told the results yet.
